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The Northwest Oregon Housing Authority Personnel Committee met on Thursday, May 20, to select candidates to be interviewed for NOHA Executive Director. Current Executive Director Carol Snell is retiring July 1. 

Following a nationwide search, the Personnel Committee has selected the following candidates for initial interviews:

LARRY FRENETTE
Mr. Frenette is currently a property manager in Asheville, North Carolina. For nine years, he was the Administrator/Facilities Director for Coalition on Temporary Shelter (COTS) in Detroit, Michigan. In this position, he managed all aspects of multiple shelter locations and a budget of over $5.5 million in federal grants. He also acted as Project Manager in developing 34 new buildings to house homeless people. Previously, he was the Maintenance Director for the Atlantic City Housing Authority in New Jersey. He resides in Asheville, North Carolina, has a B.A. in business and an M.S. in business management from Walsh College in Troy, Michigan.

TODD JOHNSTON
Mr. Johnston is the Housing Program Coordinator for the City of Albuquerque Housing Services, where he administers the federal Section 8 rental assistance program for 4,097 households. He has been with the City of Albuquerque for six years, starting as a Tenant Services Specialist. He also worked as a Tenant Programs Coordinator for the British Columbia Housing Management Commission. Mr. Johnston resides in Albuquerque, New Mexico, and has a B.A. in English and psychology from the University of New Mexico.

Brooke Rodgers
Ms. Rodgers is the current Executive Director of Harrisonburg and Rockingham Thermal Shelter, Inc., a non-profit organization operating homeless shelters. Ms. Rodgers was instrumental in the start-up and development of this organization. She has been the Executive Director of a six-county rural Housing Authority in West Virginia. Ms. Rodgers has nearly 20 years of experience in housing issues and housing development as a non-profit director, technical consultant and housing program coordinator. Ms. Rodgers lives in Staunton, Virginia, has a B.A. in political science from Davis & Elkins College in Elkins, West Virginia, and graduate work in public policy.

DAVID WIEGAN
Most recently, for 20 years, Mr. Wiegan was the Executive Director of Mid-Valley Rehabilitation, Inc. in Amity and McMinnville, Oregon. In this position, he managed 16 operating divisions and 150 staff providing housing, employment and services to adults with disabilities. His previous experience includes General Manger for United Cerebral Palsy Association of Northwest Oregon and Service Coordinator for Tillamook County Mental Health. Early in his career, he was a Project Manager for the Fort Wayne Housing Authority in Fort Wayne, Indiana. He holds a B.S in management from Linfield College in McMinnville and has been admitted to the MBA program at Portland State University.
